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Student Program Menu and Registration Form

Thank you for your interest in outdoor education at Cape Fear Botanical Garden! The Garden, an approved Cumberland County Field Trip destination and an NC Environmental Education Center, develops educational programs following state curriculum guidelines to provide a strong outdoor complement to the classroom experience.  A visit to or from Cape Fear Botanical Garden not only fulfills state environmental education requirements, but will also motivate your students to examine important environmental and natural science concepts.

We offer a variety of tours and hands-on projects, lasting approximately one-hour each.  Many groups choose to combine a tour and project during their visit, but this is not required.   Also, our hands-on projects can be done off-site, at your school, if requested.  
TOURS  
Conducted by a trained Garden Guide, guided tours for all ages cover a variety of topics (see list below). Each tour provides age-appropriate content. We recommend limiting tour group size to less than 80 students. Although we can accommodate larger groups, the availability of guides limits this so please check with us before planning a large group trip. Tours operate Monday through Friday from 9:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. and last approximately one-hour. 

Flower Promenade - Focuses on the landscaped areas at the Garden entrance, the Heritage Garden and the Great Lawn.  Best done in spring or summer and suitable for all ages.
Urban Forest  - A walking study of plants and the benefits of urban forests along the wooded nature trails.
Down to the River Hike – A woodland adventure which examines the shift in plant communities and ecological conditions relative to the Cape Fear River.  Note: Because of the more strenuous nature of this hike, this is not recommended for exceptional classes. 

Heritage Farm Life – Explore the daily life at the turn of the 19th century on a typical farm including explanations of the various buildings surrounding the farmhouse.
HANDS-ON PROJECTS – ON OR OFF-SITE 
If conducted at the Garden (on-site), available for groups of less than 60 students. 

Limmie The Talking Tree (preschool-k) - A visit from Limmie, our costumed mascot, will promote a closer look at trees while reviewing the parts of a tree.  Read Shel Silverstein’s The Giving Tree and discuss how trees help people as well as how people can help trees.  Project: multi-media tree collage 

Splendid Snakes (elementary) - Explore the unique adaptations of reptiles with the Garden’s snake, “ Miss Daisy,” an Eastern King Snake accustomed to groups of children. Project: Create a take home snake mosaic project

Wigglin’ Worms  (elementary, middle school or older students) - Students learn about Carolina red wiggler worms, listen to their movements, and dig in a sample of “living” vermi-compost for worms, their cocoons and companion animals.  Project: Young students create a worm habitat in a baggie and take home a pretend red wiggler 

Tadpole Survivor  (elementary)  - Make puppets and explore the amphibian life-cycle.  Role-play the toad life cycle in a tagging game of  “tadpole survivor.”  If time, facilities and season permit, dip into a  pond to check for real critters. Project: Create an amphibian life-cycle puppet.
Tree Basics  (preschool – k) - Study the parts of a tree. Project: Create a tree using various collage materials.
Texture Hunt  (preschool – k) - Using the sense of touch, seek out and collect a number of natural objects having various textures. Project: Arrange the found items as a “texture garden.” On-site at Garden only.
Amazing Seeds  (elementary) - Look at a variety of seeds we use every day and why seeds are important.  Project: Plant a seed in a recycled newspaper pot to care for at home.
Flower Shapes  (elementary - middle school) - Explore the parts of a flower and the function of its structure.  Project: Create an “anatomically correct” paper flower to take home.

Heritage Farm Chores  (middle school) -  Students rotate through different stations to experience energy required for various chores (e.g.- carry water, spin cotton, wash clothes). On-site at Garden only.
